Apostle Paul & the Earliest Churches is a quick study in the first missionary journeys of Paul (also known as Saul) on 
Anatolian soil or modern day Turkey.  This brief, 48 minute DVD contains a lot of archaeological treasurers: mosaics, 
frescoes, statues, amphitheatres, and more.  There are also reenactments of the miracles Paul performed, the diffi-
culties he encountered, and the persecutions he faced. 
 
The film can easily be used by Small Groups looking for a break from intensive studies or as a complimentary video 
to studies of Paul's missionary work following his encounter with the living Christ on the road to Damascus. It also is 
appealing as a travelogue of sorts as it explores the ancient cities of Tarsus, Damascus, and the region of Anatolia/

Stephen Ministry  
 
I thought it might be interesting to read about the history of Stephen Ministries and the 
reason it was begun.  We are praying that we will be able to offer a training program 
for new Stephen ministers this fall or early in 2012.  The training period is about 4 
months at 2-1/2 hours once a week.  Please consider a 2-year commitment to this 

vital ministry.  We meet twice a month on Sunday afternoon for 2-1/2 hours, and then spend about one hour 
once a week with our care receivers. 
 
In 1975 Rev. Kenneth C. Haugk, Ph.D., a pastor and clinical psychologist, saw that people's needs for care 
in his congregation and community far exceeded what he alone could provide.  He developed materials to 
train nine of his congregation members to provide quality, one-to-one Christian care to individuals experienc-
ing a life crisis.  Upon completion of their training, he commissioned them as "Stephen Ministers" and linked 
them with people with a variety of needs for care.  "Stephen Ministry" was so successful in his church that 
other congregations wanted to become involved.  Dr. Haugk then founded the Stephen Ministries organiza-
tion and developed the Stephen Series, which now has been implemented in more than 11,000 congrega-
tions representing more than 150 Christian denominations.  More than 500,000 laypersons have been 
trained as Stephen Ministers, who in turn have ministered to more than a million care receivers. 
 
The Stephen Ministries Center was dedicated to the glory of God on May 3, 1998, and is the first permanent 
home for Stephen Ministries since it was founded in 1975.  This new 38,015 sq. ft. facility gives Stephen Min-
istries the capacity to serve the church more effectively for decades to come. 
 
In 2004 Stephen Ministries released two new--and very popular--resources, Journeying through Grief and 
Don't Sing Songs to a Heavy Heart.  Both were written by Dr. Haugk after losing his wife (cofounder of 
Stephen Ministries) to ovarian cancer.

We have all done a great job of staying under budget - $37,709.32 under!  Our income is still $21,068.26 less than 
our expenses though.  Please continue to give what you can during the summer since our bills donôt take a vacation. 

 
As of June 30, 2011 all bills were paid.  Benevolence payments totaling $25,700.85 were made during the first seven 
months of the 2011 fiscal year. (Ascension's fiscal year is December 1, 2010 through November 30, 2011.) 
 
The total offerings received during the first seven months of the 2011 fiscal year were $320,555.88.  Offerings include 
regular and restricted (white envelopes), loose plate, Sunday school, Simply Giving and Thrivent Choice Dollars that 
are designated as regular or restricted.  15.62% of the offerings received were designated as restricted, which means 
that the donors do not want their offerings included in calculating the congregation's basic benevolence amounts. 
(10.5% of General Fund offerings are designated for benevolence.)  The unpaid restricted benevolence amount as of 
June 30 is $5,053.68.

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Stewardship Stew  
An At -Home Activity  

 
As a loving parent, you want ñthe bestò for your child(ren). ñThe bestò is not just about 
the best schools, the safest housing or the most nutritious foods, although these are all 
desirable. The ñbestò you want for your children is the best part of themðthe God part 
of them. You want your kids to be who God created them to be; people who care and 
live their life showing it. 
 
God, your loving parent, wants ñthe bestò for you, tooðno matter how old you are. The 
best God wants for you is that place in you where your generous heart still beats, your 
soul trusts in Godôs economy and your spirit feels compelled to pass on this most 
essential news to the next generation: ñWe are richly blessed by God. We feel the most 
joyful and free when we share Godôs blessings.ò 
 
You can nurture that best place of caring and generosity in your children and in yourself 
by learning about being good stewards. Hereôs a delicious activity, ñStewardship Stew,ò 
(allow two hours for cooking time) that will get your whole family cooking, thinking, 
and learning together. 
 
Announce to your kids, ñWeôre making Stewardship Stew for dinner tonight.ò Get 
excited about it. Nothing wakes up hearts like a creative chance to focus on what really 
matters. Kids will be curious. How do you make it? What will it taste like? What do I 
get to do? 
 
Ingredients from the store (serves 4 and many more) Ingredients from home 
2 lbs. lean beef (or another protein source)  Love 
1 qt. water or broth Baptismal Water 
2 cups sliced potatoes Bible 
1 cup sliced turnips 
1 cup sliced carrots 
1-2 onions, chopped 
3 T flour 
Salt and pepper Blessings 
Garlic, parsley or a few other favorite herbs Secret Ingredients 
 
Start the Stew  
Before the Stewardship Stew night, make sure you have the items in the left column in 
the refrigerator. If cooking time is an issue, cook the meat/protein source the night 
before and store in the refrigerator. Add vegetables the next night as a family. 
1. Sauté the meat, stirring constantly. When all surfaces are well-browned, put it into the soup pot. 
2. Cover with water and bring to a boil; skim fat off the surface. Simmer for one hour. 
3. Add carrot, turnip, onion, and potatoes; simmer for one more hour. 
4. Thicken with 3 tablespoons of flour diluted with enough cold water to pour easily. 
5. Let the stew come to a boil again and cook ten minutes. 
 
Adding the home ingredients  
Now consider: where will you find items in the right-hand column of the recipe?

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Where do you keep love? Give each other hugs. Stretch out your arms and pretend to 
hug Godôs world. Stretch out your arms as wide as a large soup pot. Love surrounds you 
and your Stewardship Stew. 
 
1. Where are the blessings? Look around at home and name some blessings you see inside and outside. Theyôre eve-

rywhere! Scoop some up for pretend and throw them in the stew pot. 
2. How about the Bible, your stewardship how-to book? Find it, open it, and read John 21:15: Jesus asked his disciple 
Peter, ñDo you love me?ò Peter answered, ñYes, Jesus I love you.ò ñGreat!ò said Jesus. ñThen feed my lambs.ò Of 
course youôre not going to put the Bible in the stew! And no, weôre not feeding actual lambs. But you can pretend to 
shake some words in there. For example, ñJesus wants us to take care of each other.ò 

3. If you can, find a picture or remember out loud the story of your child(ren)ôs baptism(s). Before the stew is cooking, 
let your child(ren) help you pour cold water or broth over the meat in the pot. When you are baptized, God pours wa-
ter over you and God gives you some jobs. Ask children and adults: What are some jobs God gives us? (Possible 
answers: making stew, sharing what we have, and telling someone else the story of Jesus). Your baptism goes into 
Stewardship Stew because when youôre baptized God says, ñCare, give, share.ò 

 
A secret ingredient or two  
Donôt hold back on adding more to your Stewardship Stew: fresh tomatoes, herbs from your garden, a Bible verse that 
taught you about giving, a song that really makes you feel God down to your toes. Kids can say something they love to 
do or sing a favorite song about God and combine that with the other stew ingredients. 
 
Kids can use their bodies as you season the soup. They can be salt shakers who jump up and down, herbs that pop up 
in the garden, pepper that makes big sneezes. They can twirl around, like the stew going around in the pot. They can 
lean over and get poured out, like God helps all of us pour out love. 
 
Taste and see  
Now itôs time to eat! Hereôs a Stew Grace to bless your meal: 
 
Thanks to you who gave us stew. 
As we chew, help us think what to do, 
For you love this world, too. 
Amen 
 
After the stew cools a little, surprise someone by bringing them a container of the stew or invite someone to share the 
stew at your home. Thereôs nothing like excited expectations and the look on a recipientôs face to teach children the joy 
of giving. 
 
Clean-up and review  
The best organized person in your family is not always its most tidy! It can get messy making Stewardship Stew and fig-
uring out how to care for the world and people! Kids can find it fun to help clean up, if you make it an adventure! So let 
children help you do the dishes and put away the pot. 
 
While you clean, review some of what your family has learned: 
1. That we can make Stewardship Stew - so just think what else our family could do. 
2. That Jesus wants us to feed one another and Jesus feeds us. 
3. That we have lots of ingredients in our home for Stewardship Stew. 
4. That we can talk, plan, and have fun learning about God. 
5. That it feels so amazing to share, and people absolutely love it. 
 
Stewardship happens over a long time. God teaches your family to care and share over your whole lives. Day by day, 
God cooks up new ways for you to find ñthe bestò in yourselves. God gives and forgivesðproviding you with a sustain-
able model of a faithful life. May you be blessed by ñthe bestò that God created in each of you for good.

Do these activities while waiting for the soup to cook or on another day:
